Roundtable workshop on "Corporate Governance and Social Responsibility" organized by BCF in partnership with Consumer Voice and National Consumer Helpline on 13th March 2009 at IIC, New Delhi
As a burning topic of the present market scenario, the recent meltdown in the global  market and downsizing of the job market coupled with major financial scams has shaken the public confidence in the soundness and strength of the corporate sector. Recent scams has only added fuel to the fire with general investors suffering major financial losses.

The Regulators of the financial markets as well as the masters of the capital market are working strenuously to find out ways and means to rectify the situation and find remedies to avoid future negative eruptions by revamping the systematic failures, plugging legal loop holes and seek permanent solutions to calm the nerves of the general public in an attempt  to revamp the economy.

This critical scenario has called for immediate focus to strengthen corporate governance to make it robust and practically viable to face the rough weather so that public confidence is restored in the capital market and the corporate sector. 

VOICE , NCH & BCF ( all not for profit organizations ) took this opportunity to address the subject and invite senior officials from government , regulators , stock exchanges , RBI, institutions  along with Advocates ,  industry associations , academicians, VCO’s and others interested in the deliberations to share their views, present case papers, explain the remedies in an attempt to arrive at  a consensus model of corporate  governance, to sensitize and mobilize the corporate sector to the changing market scenario under corporate social responsibility and to develop a mechanism to counter such pitfalls.
